Mental functions necessary for everyday life - For the disability amount, you are considered markedly restricted in performing the mental functions necessary for everyday life if, all or substantially all the time:

you are unable to perform the mental functions necessary for everyday life, by yourself, even with appropriate therapy, medication, and devices (for example, memory aids and adaptive aids); or 

you require an inordinate amount of time to perform the mental functions necessary for everyday life, by yourself, even with appropriate therapy, medication, and devices. An inordinate amount of time means that you take significantly longer than for an average person who does not have the impairment.
